CITY COUNCIL BUSINESS 
MEETING

JULY 5, 2022
The Clarksville City Council met in 

regular session on July 5, 2022 in 
the City Council Chambers at 6:28 
p.m. with Mayor Michael Grantham 
presiding and Council Members 
Roger Doty, Brock Lodge, Jenni-
fer Kielman, Taran Sherburne and 
Wendy Brooks present. Other city 
employees present were: Karmel-
la Heuer, Deputy City Clerk, Molly 
Bohlen, City Clerk, Chief Mackey, 
Matt Behrends & Jared Brunner, 
maintenance. Members of the pub-
lic present: Michelle Blue & Rhon-
da Landrum.
During the opening minutes set 

aside for the public to speak, Matt 
Behrends, maintenance asked to 
speak about the unfinished project 
with the flood mitigation measures 
including the flood gates. He has 
been completing some follow up 
on items that have been left partial-
ly completed and has been in con-
tact with Fehr Graham Engineering 
and also the company that previ-

ously provided quotes for the flood 
gates. They are going to be working 
on getting updated quotes for the 
City. Discussion regarding further 
dirt work in that area as well and 
the engineers were going to look 
at the previous plans and would fol-
low up. 
Mayor Topics included: City Attor-

ney Discussion-Council member 
Brooks states that it may be a good 
idea to have a discussion with Da-
vid Kuehner regarding represent-
ing the City of Clarksville. Updates 
on plan for streets-Council member 
Lodge stated there is no update yet 
on this issue. Sewer Discussion: 
Mayor Grantham states that he was 
able to talk with a former employee 
about how to prioritize sewer work 
and how to set up an extended plan 
to update. Matt Behrends added 
to the discussion with the service 
agreement that we are in with Mu-
nicipal Tool and that they would 
be able to assist with some of the 
maintenance issues. Building or-
dinances: Council member Brooks 
states that her and Council mem-
ber Doty had been working on this 

and were unable to find some of the 
items they were looking for. Council 
member Brooks states that with the 
assist of City Clerk she was able to 
locate the information for review.

lowing change added. Council 
member Brooks did notice that 
on 06/20/2022 minutes when ac-
cepting Mr. Skilton’s resignation 
it was noted that Lodge voted Aye 
and Brooks voted Nay when it ac-
tually was the other way around. 
Brooks voted Aye and Lodge vot-
ed Nay. Correction will be made to 
06/20/2022 minutes.

Motion Sherburne, Doty to ap-

prove Res 22-17 regarding Re-
serve Police Force.

Matt Behrends, Maintenance pro-

vided updates regarding the main-
tenance grader at the City Shed 

and stated that he would provide 
more detail regarding condition 
when discussing the end loader. 
Randy Hinders had stopped into 

City Hall wondering if he could get 
permission to put up a tent at 320 S 
Hilton to conduct a series of gospel 
meetings. This tent would remain 
up for at least 2 weeks and possibly 
longer in the month of August. City 
Clerk did contact insurance as this 
is city property. The group would 
need to provide its own liability cov-
erage for the event. Motion Lodge, 
Sherburne to approve Randy Hin-
der’s request to put a tent at 320 S 
Hilton for gospel meetings provid-
ed that they have their own liability 
coverage. Ayes: Doty, Lodge, Kiel-
man, Brooks and Sherburne.

Council member 
Lodge had questions regarding the 
warranties, detail surrounding the 
warranties-Behrends states that 
as soon as he gets them he can 
forward to the council, but we will 
have to make a decision at the next 
council meeting.

The north endpoint/terminus of 

this line is MidAmerican Ener-
gy Company’s Clarksville Substa-
tion located approximately 0.29 
mile south and 0.19 mile west of 
the northeast corner of Section 18, 
Township 92 North, Range 15 West 
of the 5th P.M., Butler County, Iowa. 
The south endpoint/terminus of 

this line is Corn Belt Power Coop-
erative’s Donald Feldman Substa-
tion located approximately 0.08 
mile north and 0.03 mile west of 
the southeast corner of Section 33, 
Township 92 North, Range 15 West 
of the 5th P.M., Butler County, Iowa. 
The electric transmission line is to 

be located in Butler County, Iowa. 
The line route is primarily on pri-
vate property. The following is a 
general description of the line route 
in Butler County:
